to 76.67 years and 82.59 years of age respectively.

Life expectancy at age 65 — the number of further years someone reaching 65 in 2010 — 2012 could expect to live —
attained 18.84 years. A man 65 years old could expect to live another 16.94 years, and a woman aged 65 another

20.27 years if mortality rates remained the same as they were in 2010 — 2012.
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
